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Overview:

The Login Mini-Browser for Netware is a slimed down browser that is intended to be an easy way to deliver company news and messages during a users login.  The program will only run once per day by checking the users NDS last login date.  The users last login date and time is also displayed in the title bar as an added security benefit.

· Only runs once per day

· Easy to configure and push from login script

· Takes advantage of IE browser engine

· Option to Print Page

· Option to open in Full Browser

· Great for ‘Message of the Day’

· Supports full Java Script and other HTML options (Do user surveys)

· Last login date and time displayed in title bar

Requirements:

· Workstation running program must have IE5 or greater installed
· NDS any version
· Intranet Web Server to store message
Installation:

(Please see the Update, Changes & Additions section at the bottom of this document!)
Installation is easy:

1. Copy the program to sys:\public on server

2. Configure a web page with what you want displayed in the Mini-Browser

3. Add a line to the login script to run Mini-Browser

a. Usage:  Mini-Browser WebPage
b. Example login script line:   @F:\PUBLIC\lmbr.exe http://inet/news.html /N

c. If using the days option (see below), you must use @ in the login script so the PC will be fully logged in by the time a user presses the [Exit] button.  When this button is pressed the local date file is written to the PC.

4. Optional second parameter to force the Mini-Browser to run every time (good for testing)

a. /F

b. Example from a DOS Prompt:  lmbr.exe http://inet/news.html /F

c. xx – Where xx is the number of days between runs.  See below for more details.

Notes:

This program uses the IE Browser engine so IE5 or greater must be installed on the workstation.

In addition to showing the users last login time, it also shows the users full contextual user-ID in the title bar.  Double-clicking on either of the status LEDs (red means the browser is loading and green means it has loaded) will invoke the About/Status window.  Depending on your configuration it may take NDS a little time to update the last login status.  So if a user were to login and quickly logout then login again, the Mini-Browser may run because NDS has not been updated.  The About/Status window will help you see what the Mini-Browser is seeing.
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Update, Changes,  & Additions:

· You can now pop-up the mini-browser full screen

· You can now select a number of days in which the mini-browser will launch

· Mini-browser now works across all time zones


New Command Line Options:

mbr url days /FULL

where:
mbr is the exe program
url is the target location of the html to display
days is one of the following:
     /F - force a run
     /N - Normal, runs every day but only once per day
     xx - where xx is a number of days.  In this configuration the program will only run once if the last time it ran was less than xx days.  This configuration writes a local system file to the PC and thus has more I/O and load time.   It also uses local user profiles, so if user profiles have been enabled the run will be based on the current user.  As an example if you enter 10, then if the current user has run the mini-browser 9 days ago, it will not run again.  If on the other hand the last time the user ran the program was 30 days ago, it will launch.

/FULL (optional) as the third command line parameter will lauch the mini-browser full screen.  If the mini-browser is launched in normal mode you can double click on the header bar (like any windows program) and maximize the program.



Examples:��mbr http://myweb/default.htm 7 /FULL (run once per day, every 7 days, Full Screen )�mbr http://myweb/default.htm /N   (Run normal, once per day, no local file)�mbr http://myweb/default.htm /F /FULL  (force run in full screen)
